Rule 34. Application for Admission
(a)—-(e) [No change in text.]
(f) Admission on motion.

1. An applicant who meets the requirements of (A) through (H) of
this paragraph (f) (1) may, upon motion, be admitted to the practice
of law in this Jjurisdiction.

The applicant shall:

A. either (i) have been admitted by bar examination to practice
law in another jurisdiction allowing for admission of licensed
Arizona lawyers on a basis equivalent to this rule or (ii) have
been admitted by bar examination to practice law in one or more
states, territories, or the District of Columbia, and have been
admitted to and engaged in the active practice of law for at
least five years in another jurisdiction or jurisdictions
allowing for admission of licensed Arizona lawyers on a basis
equivalent to this rule;
