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The presiding judge of the Superior Court of Arizona in Yavapai County has requested
the assignment of a judge of the Arizona Court of Appeals to serve in that court for the limited
purpose of participating in the resolution of pending issues that have arisen in a case in which he
previously participated. Therefore, pursuant to Article 6, Section 3, of the Arizona Constitution,

IT IS ORDERED that, in addition to his regular duties as a judge of Division One of the
Arizona Court of Appeals, the Honorable Kenton D. Jones is assigned for a period beginning
upon signature of this order and ending September 1, 2014 to serve as a judge in the Superior
Court in Yavapai County, solely in regard to Yavapai County Superior Court Cause Number
P1300CV2003-0399, Cundiff v. Cox, and only in regard to deciding the pending Motion of New
Trial, two Motions for Attorney’s Fees and Costs, and Final Judgment. While serving as a judge
in those designated matters, Judge Jones shall have all of the powers and duties of a superior
court judge.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this assignment is conditioned upon the agreement by
Judge Jones to serve in the Superior Court solely as to those matters designated and to do so for
no additional compensation or benefits, fiscal or otherwise.
