RULE 7.4(b), Ariz. R. Crim. P.

b. Subsequent Review of Conditions. Any party may move for

reexamination of the conditions of release whenever the case is

transferred to a different court or the motion alleges the existence

of material facts not previously presented to the court. The court
may, on motion of any party, or on its own initiative, modify the
conditions of release after giving the parties an opportunity to
respond to the proposed modification. The motion shall comply with
the requirements of this rule, Rule 35 and Rule 39. If the motion

involves whether the person shall be held without bail, the motion

need not allege new material facts and a hearing on the motion shall

be held on the record as soon as practicable but not later than seven

days after filing of the motion.
