Part 6: Probation

Chapter 3: Juvenile Services
Section 6-304:Commitment Guidelines to the Arizona

Department of Juvenile Corrections

A. Defmitions. In this section, the following definitionsapply:

“Commitment” means theissuing of a court order that assignslegal careand custodyof a
juvenileto theArizonaDepartmentofJuvenile Corrections(ADJC).

“Delinquentact” means the same as provided by A.R.S.§ 8-201 (10), thatis: “...an actby a
juvenilewhich if committed byan adult wouldbe a criminal offenseora pettyoffense...”

“Incorrigibleoffense”meansan offensethatcan only be committed by a childunderthe ageof
18, and whichwould not be acrime if committedby anadult; for exampletruancyandrunning
away.

“Securecare” means the same as provided byA.R.S. § 8-201 (25), thatis: “confinementin a
facility that is completely surrounded by a locked and physically securebarrierwith restricted
ingressand egress.”

B. GeneralPurpose.

1. A.R.S. § 8-246 (C) requires thedevelopmentof guidelines by thesupremecourt, in
cooperationwith ADJC, “...to be usedby thejuvenilecourtjudgesin determiningthose
juvenileswho should be committedto thedepartmentofjuvenilecorrections.”

2. Theseguidelines shall beusedin conjunctionwith any other factors relevantto the
commitmentofajuvenileto the careand custodyofthe ADJC.

C. Administration: Guidelines for Commitment.

1. When consideringthe commitmentof a juvenile to thecareand custodyof ADJC, the
juvenilecourtshall:

a. Only commit thosejuvenileswho are adjudicatedforadelinquentactand whomthe
court believesrequireplacement in a securecarefacility for the protectionofthe
community;
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b. Considercommitmentto ADJC as a final opportunityfor rehabilitationof the
juvenile,aswell as awayofholdingthejuvenileaccountableforaseriousdelinquent
actor acts;

c. Give specialconsideration to the natureof theoffense,the level ofrisk thejuvenile
poses to thecommunity, and whether appropriateless restrictive alternativesto
commitment existwithin thecommunity; and

d. Clearly identify, in the commitmentorder, the offenseor offensesfor which the
juvenileis beingcommittedandany otherrelevantfactors thatthecourtdetermines
as reasonsto considerthejuvenilea risk to the community.

2. Thejuvenilecourt shall not considerjuvenilesforcommitment to ADJCwhenchargedwith
an incorrigibleoffenseoroffenses or a violationof a court orderwhile under protective
supervisionfor anincorrigibleoffense.A.R.S.§ 8-342 (A) provides: “A childundertheage
ofeight yearsshall not be committedto thedepartmentofjuvenilecorrectionsnorshall a
dependentor incorrigiblechild beawardedto the departmentofjuvenilecorrections.”
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
