ARIZONA CODE OF JUDICIAL ADMINISTRATION
Part 1: Judicial Branch Administration

Chapter 1: Leadership
Section 1 - 110: Committee on the Impact of DomesticViolence andthe Courts

A. GeneralPurpose. TheCommitteeon thehnpactofDomestic Violenceand theCourts(CIDVC) is
established asastandingcommitteeoftheArizonaJudicialCouncil. CIDVC shallassistwith the
developmentand implementationofpolicies whichacknowledgetheseverityoftheproblemof
domesticviolencein Arizona, increaseawarenessofvictimresources,providesanctionsforcriminal
conduct,enhancethefollow-throughby law enforcementtoenforce ordersofprotection,assessstate
andlocalproceedingsandservicesandmakerecommendationsforsystemchangesthatwillpromote
enhancedsafety forvictimsandtheprofessionalswhointeractwith them andencourageoffender
accountability.

B. Membership. CIDVC shall include the followingmembers:

1. Threerepresentativesfromthegeneraljurisdictioncourt,to includeonejudgeorcommissioner,
oneadministratorandone clerk.

2. Six representativesfrom thelimited jurisdictioncourt, to include atleasttwo judges from
metropolitan areas andtwo judgesfrom non-metropolitanareas.

3 Fourrepresentativesfromthelaw enforcementcommunity,to includeat leastonerepresentative
from thesheriffsoffice.

4 Four representativesfrom the attorneycommunity.

5. One representative froman Arizona domestic violencecoalition.

6. Five representativesfrom domesticviolenceresourceservicesproviders, to include one
representativefromtheGovernor’sOffice forDomesticViolencePrevention,onemedical doctor
representativeand onerepresentativefrom a shelter facility.

7. Two representativesfrom thegeneral public.

8. Other members appointed at the discretionofthechiefjustice.

C. TermsofMembers. ThecbiefjusticeshallappointmembersofCIDVC fortermsofvaryinglengths
to encouragecontinuityofCIDVC andmay reappointmembersfor successive terms.

D. ResponsibilitiesofMembers. CIIDVC membersshall attend andactivelyparticipatein CIDVC
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meetings,assistwith theadministrationofCIDVC affairsandserveon advisory committees as
necessary.A member maydesignatea proxy, subjectto therequirementsofACJA § 1-104and
CIDVC policies.

E. Organization.ThechiefjusticeshallappointthechairpersonofC1DVCandotherleadershipas
neededto organize committeeaffairs. Thechairpersonmayappointadvisory committees to help
CIDVC carryout its responsibilities.

F. Meetings. CIDVC shall meetno lessthan twice ayear. Thechairpersonmay calladditional
meetings. All meetings shall be noticedandopento thepublic.

G. Actions. CJDVCshalladopt rulesforconductingCIDVC business.Theserulesshallprescribethe
quorum andmajorityneededto constituteCIDVC actions.

H. Funding. CIDVC, with theassistanceofthe administrativeoffice,mayseekgrantfundingfrom local,
state,andnationalorganizationsfortheoperationexpenses, includingexpertadviceand consultations.
Totheextentthatfundsareavailable,CIDVC mayalsousesupremecourtfundsto partiallyor fully
fund CIDVC expenses.

I. Staff. Under thedirectionofthechiefjustice,theadministrativeofficeshallprovidestafftoassistand
supportCIDVC andmay conductorcoordinate managementprojectsandresearchstudies as
recommendedby CJDVC.
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
