It is the desire of the Supreme Court that the Honorable Randolph A. Bartlett, Presiding
Judge of the Superior Court in Mohave County, return administrative control and oversight of the
Bullhead City Court to the Presiding Judge of the Bullhead City Court in light of the court’s
appointment of the Bullhead City Court Presiding Magistrate. Now therefore,

IT IS ORDERED that Supreme Court issued Administrative Order No. 2005-61 is rescinded.
