Duties of Surveillance Officers.

1. Adult and juvenile surveillance officers shall:

a.

Abide by the Code of Conduct for Judicial Employees and the Code of Ethics for
Arizona Probation Personnel;

Treat probationers, victims, criminal justice personnel and the public with dignity and
respect;

Adhere to all federal and state statutes, local ordinances, the ACJA and all
administrative orders concerning adult and juvenile probation services;

Comply with all current departmental policies and procedures;

Acknowledge the impact of crime on victims by adhering to the Victims Bill of
Rights and other applicable legislation;

Maintain accurate and verifiable case records of all persons assigned to them for
supervision;

Enforce the collection of monies owed as a condition of probation;

Monitor and enforce probationer compliance with court-ordered community
restitution requirements;

Make documented efforts to locate absconders pursuant to local departmental policy;
and



J.  Perform other duties as prescribed by the presiding judge, chief probation officer or
director of juvenile court services.
